DEMINING SEASON IN TAJIKISTAN NOW AT END BECAUSE OF COLD WEATHER, SAYS TMAC
CHIEF DUSHANBE, January 9, Asia-Plus /Zarrina Ergasheva, Asliya Manzarshoyeva/ -
- "Activity of demining teams in Tajikistan has been suspended because of cold
weather till summer this year,'" Director of the Tajik Mine Action Cell (TMAC),
responsible for clearance, Jonmahmad Rajabov has told Asia-Plus.

"Over the past demining season (June-December 2005), Tajik deminers from the
Swiss Foundation Tfor Demining cleared more than 130,000 square meters of
contaminated ground in Rasht Valley (eastern

Tajikistan) and Darvoz and Vanj Districts in Gorno Badakhshan,'" said Jonmahmad
Rajabov, "They have neutralized 1,357 anti-personnel mines and 461 unexploded
ordnances."

According to Rajabov, nineteen people in Tajikistan became victims of landmine
explosions; of them, seven are children. "Landmines killed seven people and
injured 12 others last year," the TMAC chief said, noting that that the majority
of the landmine accidents took place iIn northern Tajikistan, along the border
with Uzbekistan. Most of the victims were women and children who were gathering
firewood along the border as well as shepherds pasturing cattle in the areas, he
noted.

In January 2002, the Red Crescent Society of Tajikistan launched a special
program, entitled "Raising Awareness of Mines and Unexploded Ordnance.' The
objective of this program is cutting the number of casualties through teaching
local people in affected areas some rules of safe conduct and distributing
visual aids, booklets, information boards, etc. This project is working in
districts of Sughd Province bordering on Uzbekistan and in Rasht Valley (eastern
Tajikistan), where the mine-strewn areas are a legacy of the country®s civil war
in the Nineties of last century.

It is to be noted that this project has been launched on initiative of the
Isfara branch of Tajikistan®s National Red Crescent Society under support of the
Tajik Delegation of International Committee for Red Cross (ICRC). It was no
accident because the first victims of landmines laid along the Uzbek-Tajik
border were residents of Isfara District.

The Uzbek authorities laid antipersonnel mines on its 1,050-kilometer common
border with Tajikistan in the late Nineties. The action was reportedly taken to
stave off incursions by the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan (IMU). The locations
of the landmines are not marked and civilians become victims of them.

Tajikistan signed the Convention on the Prohibition on the Use, Stockpiling,
Production and Transfer of Antipersonnel Mines and on their Destruction (the
Ottawa Convention) in 2000. All signatory states undertook to ensure the
destruction of all anti-personnel land mines they possess, as soon as possible
but no later than 10 years after signing the convention. In the case of
Tajikistan, this means that the country should be mine-free by 2010.
